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CONDITIONS
1. Referee: Mick McShane Deputy Referees: Roy Benton, Lukas Kozak
2. The Championships will be held under T.T.A. and |.T.T.F. regulations and current laws of Table Tennis,
notwithstanding the following conditions, where there is conflict. In addition, the Duty Referee has
authority to exercise discretion in the application of such regulations / laws to ensure a timely
conclusion of events.
3. Balls: DOUBLE FISH 3*** STAR WHITE BALLS (ITTF approved) will be used.
Tables: XU SHAOFA EURO 1 ITTF approved and Stag net assembles will be used.
4. Each match will be controlled by an umpire whose decision shall be final on a point of fact.
The Duty Referee’s decision shall be final on a point of law.
5. All entrants must be registered as TTQ Members at Club level or higher.
6. First round of Singles events will be played under a group system.
7. All events will be best of 5 games.
8. Inthe Individual events, players will be restricted to enter in a maximum of 2 age groups; their
own and the one below.
9. No entry will be accepted without the full amount of fees due, and endorsed by an official of the
player’s association.
10. ITTF rules regarding rackets and racket coverings will be enforced.
11. Players absent when required to play will render themselves liable to disqualification.
12. In Individual events, losing players will umpire subsequent matches before leaving the centre.
In general players may be requested to umpire.
13. The Main colour of the shirt, skirt or shorts must be clearly different from the colour of the ball.
NO WHITE CLOTHING IS ALLOWED. Players should be neatly dressed, and not wear any clothing
that might cause offence or bring the game into disrepute. Nominated doubles partners should wear
same coloured shirts.
14. No gluing of rackets is permitted in or adjacent to the playing venue. There will be a designated gluing
area outside the playing venue. Only ITTF approved glues may be used.
15. Bad language, behaviour, wilful damage and general bad sportsmanship will not be tolerated.
Offenders will be subject to disqualification.
16. Participants and Team Managers agree to abide by decisions made at the Managers’ Meeting.
17. Players participate in the Championships at their own risk and no claim or injury will be recognised.
